ODOT SIDEWALK GRANT
ENGINEERING CONTRACT

In 2010, staff applied for a Transportation Enhancement Program Grant
through ACOG and ODOT. As a part of the grant application process City Council passed a
resolution allowing staff to apply for and submit the grant. In 2014, ODOT notified Bethany of the
activation and award of the grant.

In 2015, ODOT and city staff started working together to start the process of administering the
grant. As a part of the process, staff and ODOT had to select the firm who would be completing
the design and engineering of the sidewalks. The firm that staff chose was R. L. Shears out of
Tulsa. Once the firm was selected the process of putting together a contract was started by
ODOT. We have the contract that was drafted by ODOT, and just to authorize and direct the
Mayor and City Attorney to sign the contract.

The grant is a $250,000 grant for sidewalks and bike routes. The grant is an 80/20 matching
grant, which means that Bethany will be responsible for 20% of the $250,000 (approximately
$50,000).
